Studying Further Education (FE)

Level 3 course or above



You may have to pay your course fees, however, the Government or TyneMet College 
may help with course fees on some funded Further Education (FE) courses if you are 
aged 19-23 and do not already have a full level 3 qualification.                                                        
 
If you are aged between 19-24 years and have an Education Health Care Plan you 
may not have to pay fees. (Can study up to level 3)    

If you do not meet any of the above criteria, you can apply for the following loan to 
pay your course fees on applicable level 3 or above courses:

FEES - WHAT YOU MAY HAVE TO PAY 

Advanced Learner Loans help to pay course fees charged by approved colleges and 
training providers throughout the UK. 
 
Courses qualifying for an Advanced Learner Loans are: Level 3, 4, 5 or 6 
qualifications, including A Levels, Access to HE Diplomas and other vocational 
qualifications.

FINANCE - HOW WE CAN SUPPORT YOU 

ADVANCED LEARNER LOAN

For financial help whilst at college, you can apply for a Learner Support Fund (LSF) 

This financial assistance for FE students can help with the cost of studying at college. 
It is means tested and evidence of annual household income will be required when 
applying. (The LSF does not need to be repaid)

If you are eligible to receive LSF, the fund may help towards your: 

Childcare Costs 

Funding towards travel

Regardless of your income, you may also be eligible for LSF if you: are medically ill, 
in care, an adult studying your first level 2 qualification or if you have a disability or 
learning difficulties.

Meal allowance 

Essential equipment costs
